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2010 CENSUS OF POPULATION & HOUSING – FINAL RESULTS

Today the Department of Statistics is pleased to release final results of data captured during the 2010 Census of Population & Housing. This report presents a summary analysis for selected topics on the census questionnaire, such as religion, marital status, migration, fertility, childcare, health, education, economic activity, housing and income. The population and household counts published in this report replaces counts in the preliminary report released in October 2011.
Highlights of the Report include:

· Bermuda’s civilian non-institutional population was revised to 64,237 persons in 2010 compared with 62,059 counted in 2000. 
· There were 30,858 males and 33,379 females counted during the census.
· The share of persons reporting Anglican as a religious affiliation dipped from 23% to 16%; while the share of Roman Catholics remained the same at 15%.

· 7% of the population reported Portuguese heritage during the 2010 Census.

· Males married later (28 years) in life than females (26 years).
· The foreign-born population grew at a faster rate (+5%) in 2010 than the Bermuda-born (+3%) population.

· Women had 2.8 children on average in 2010 compared with 2.4 children in 2000.

· 40% of the population reported having at least one health condition in 2010.

· There was a 5% drop in children enrolled in schools.

· The unemployment rate stood at 6% in 2010.

· The median monthly rent paid in 2010 was $1,700; while the median monthly mortgage/loan payment was $3,500.
